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An Update From the Treasurer 
 
 There has been considerable talk of late regarding the financial 
status of Hope United Methodist Church. As required by “The Book 
of Discipline” of the United Methodist Church, I have reported 
monthly to the Administrative Council the reality of our circum-
stance, however, the general congregation may not be so well in-

formed. So if what I have to say comes as a surprise to you I apologize. How-
ever, you do know how financially-difficult these times have been in all sectors 
of communities; churches and other non-profit organizations and charities have 
probably suffered the worst. It seems that where elective contributions are con-
cerned they are among the first to get trimmed back in family budgets. 
 
 Over the past several years here at Hope United Methodist church, staffing 
levels have been cut, salaries held flat or eliminated, and discretionary spending 
curtailed, but still the financial situation is not healthy. It is with this backdrop 
that a group of your elected officers met with the District Superintendent to pre-
sent the matter and solicit his help and assistance. Superintendent Dr. Hank 
Stringer was sympathetic to our situation and stated that he agreed that given our 
financial state it was no longer feasible for Hope United Methodist to be able to 
financially support a full-time Elder (pastor) on our own. Dr. Stringer promised 
to take this matter to Bishop Ough and the cabinet to pursue possible solutions 
for us, Pastor Craig and family. What those solutions may be is yet to be known, 
and any speculation at this time on my part or anyone else would be counter-
productive and possibly lead to further ill-advised talk. Your prayers and consid-
eration of this issue is greatly appreciated.
