It began in its present form 

with a special service in May 1907 at the 

Methodist Episcopal Church in Grafton, West 

Virginia. The service was organized by a 

Methodist laywoman, Anna Jarvis, to honor 

her mother, who had died on May 9th, 1905. 

By 1908 Anna Jarvis was advocating that all 

mothers be honored on the second Sunday in 

May, and in 1912 the Methodist Episcopal 

Church recognized the day and raised it to 

the national agenda and spotlight it enjoys 

today. It has some parallels with the old Eng-

lish “Mothering Sunday” in mid-Lent, which 

focused on returning home and paying hom-

age to one’s mother, and with Mother’s Day 

for Peace, introduced in 1872 by Julia Ward 

Howe in Boston as a day dedicated to peace. 

Today it also coincides with the newly 

adopted “Festival of the Christian Home” in 

The United Methodist Church, springing from 

the same theme, that celebrates the gift of 

Christian homes and affirms the Christian 

family in its wholeness.

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AMERICAN CANCER SOCIETY 
CANCER PREVENTION STUDY 3 

 
This year Canal Winchester Relay For Life has be chosen as a site for the 
American Cancer Society Cancer Prevention Study 3.  Over 70,000 people 
have enrolled in this study for which the American Cancer Society’s goal is 
500,000 people.  Our goal at Canal Winchester this year is to enroll 150.  To 
enroll you must be between the ages of 30 and 65 and have never had a cancer diagnosis.  This will 
take place only on Friday, June 11th between the hours of 6:00 pm and 10:00 pm and will take about 
30 minutes.  It will include a brief survey, a waist measurement and a small blood sample which will 
be taken by certified phlebotomists from Quest Diagnostic Laboratory.  After the initial enrollment you 
will be sent a more detailed questionnaire regarding your lifestyle, genetics and environment.  Every 
two years the American Cancer Society will mail new questionnaires for updated information.  Re-
searchers from the American Cancer Society who are overseen scientists from Emory University will 
then study this information. 
 
Previous studies have proven the link between cigarette smoking and lung cancer, obesity and diabe-
tes with pancreatic cancer and environmental issues with different types of cancer.  This study is an 
important part of discovering what causes cancer.  Scientists are all fully involved in searching for 
cures but if they know what causes cancer in the first place we may actually have an opportunity to 
eliminate this disease in the near future.  If you fit the eligibility requirements, please plan to partici-
pate so that you make save someone from suffering the effects of cancer or watching someone you 
love watching you or a family member go through this.    If you don’t qualify for the study, please tell 
your friends and family how they can make a difference by participating in this study. 
 
Many people think that it’s all about raising money, but now you have the opportunity to really Fight 
Back by actively participating if fighting cancer. 
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Re-enrollment for Kroger Community Rewards  
     Beginning April 1, 2010 all who have been enrolled in 
the Kroger Community Rewards program will have to re-
enroll for your purchases to be credited to your chosen 
charity for the next 12-month period of May 2010 – April 
2011.

other screen that allows you to register, or enroll if you were not enrolled last year.  At the conclu-
sion of registering you will be told that an e-mail is being directed to your e-mail address; which you 
must open and click on the link provided for completing the enrollment.  That link takes you back to 
the Kroger website where you may review your personal information and most importantly, desig-
nate the charity you wish to have credited for your purchases.  The Organization number that ap-
plies to Hope United Methodist Church is 83994. During the preceding 12-month period Hope UMC 
has received $969. Since we didn’t get into the program until July this upcoming period should be 
even better.
